From Old French mission, borrowed from Latin Ƴƛǎǎƛǁ (άa sending, sending away, dispatching, 
discharging, release, remission, cessationέ), from Ƴƛǘǘǁ (άI sendέ). 
 
The roots of mission and apostle is the same.  Mission comes from a Latin origin; apostle from Greek 

(avpostellw).  An apostle is the one that is sent out.  A mission is the purpose or reason that the 
apostle was sent out.  In either case, we as Christians are called to be sent out of our comfortableness 
into the world to proclaim the Gospel of Christ Jesus in words and actions.   
 

Leaving the comfort of our four walls is a vital key to evangelism (euvaggnelian in Greek, 
evangelium in Latin).  Evangelism is the Gospel, the story, the truth, the good news of Jesus Christ and 
how God was acting in and through Christ to reach the world.  So, as apostles of the Good News, we are 
sent out on missions to bring the Gospel to those who have not heard the Gospel. 
 
How are we fairing in this task that Jesus has given us from the very beginning.  I would rate it fair.  We 
do have many ministries that I would consider mission: 
 

1. The Villa Sunday service at 1:30 PM on the first Sunday of the month.  Some might not consider 

this mission because the people we reach, mostly, are already members of some church and are 

not hearing the good news for the first time.  But, we ARE leaving our walls to go out into the 

world.  We have been sent, mission.

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2. I am not sure that anyone else knows this, but Shirley Harco and either me or Pastor Bailie go to 

the Villa again on the second Tuesday of the month to bring communion to the shut ins.  Many 

who receive communion from us are members of our church, but many are from other 

churches, grateful that Lutherans believe in receiving the sacrament as often as we can. 

 
3. Visiting the homebound is surely going out into the world as meeting people where they are in 

their homes.  As for being mission oriented, it is focusing on our own members of the church.  

Most know the good news and are just trying to receive the sacrament which is a means of 

grace in our theology. 

 
4. The newest mission we have established is our mission to the young people of Conneaut 

through the One Step program which is being held at the Conneaut Human Resources Center 

on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 2:30 ς 6:00 PM.  Our Social Ministry team and other members 

of the congregation have been making meals for the youth, while others lead a social time 

which includes team-building and other real-world instruction.  This program will fail without 

the help of more adults to be an extra set of hands, mentors and friendly listeners.  Interaction 

with adults who actually care about youth is an important part of our mission of the church and 

our mission at One Step.

3. Demonstrate how you give.  Show your student the envelope from Good 
Shepherd and point out the lines where you write your name. During the 
worship service, when the offering is being collected, let your child put the 
envelope in the plate. This simple task makes a child feel like a part of the 
congregation because he or she is getting to do a 'grown-up' thing. 

4. Explain to your child how he can give to God also. A 4- or 5-year-old should be 
able to understand what an allowance is and what it's used for. Begin giving 
your child a small amount each week. Begin with $1 in dimes. Set up three jars 
or envelopes and label them "Keep", "Save" and "Tithe." Let your child keep 
five dimes, save four, and tithe one.

Education Committee and will help pay for supplies such as colored paper, crayons and 
markers, Bibles, and teaching materials.
