2025 Scholarship Eligibility Requirements

1. Applicant must be attending or planning to attend an accredited post-secondary facility to be eligible to apply. Graduate Education will be considered for applicants for seminarians attending an accredited seminary.  The following qualifications must be met before applications may be considered.
a. Must be a member or a child of a member for at least two years prior to scholarship application, meeting the criteria for membership at Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in Conneaut, Ohio.

b. High school applicants must have at least a minimum 2.8 cumulative grade point average (GPA) for grades 9-12. Post-secondary applicants must also have a minimum 2.8 cumulative GPA from a post-secondary education facility for at least a full scholastic year.
a.  If, at the time of application submission, a cumulative GPA report is not available, and the Endowment Committee (or acting Endowment Committee) awards the scholarship, the award will be conditional until a satisfactory GPA report is submitted PRIOR to the beginning of the academic year.
b. If a GPA report is not submitted by the beginning of the academic year, the application is considered void, and the applicant will not be able to apply for this scholarship in the future.
c. An unofficial transcript may be used as submission of cumulative GPA report.
c. Graduating High school applicants must meet a worship attendance of at least 24 times per year for each of the 11th and 12th grades at Good Shepherd.  Post-secondary applicants must also have at least 24 times per year worship experience to indicate ongoing worship.
a. Good Shepherd maintains records of attendance using the Attendance Sign-in books.  Applicants must sign in those books to be counted toward the minimum attendance during the 11th and 12th grades.

b. Post-secondary applicants must sign in these attendance books when present at Good Shepherd but will be on the honor system for other worship experiences while at their facilities.
2. All applications will be considered on an individual basis.  The Endowment Committee (or acting Endowment Committee) will consider the application based on the individual applying for the scholarship regardless of the activity of any family member(s) at Good Shepherd.
3. No person shall receive more than four scholarships from Good Shepherd Lutheran Church Mission and Education Endowment Scholarship.  A new application must be submitted for consideration each year.

4. Applications must be submitted to the church office before the July Endowment Committee (or acting Endowment Committee) meeting.  Applications and all accompanying material must be sealed in an envelope.  If applicants would like to mail their application and materials, mail to the following address:

5. The following documents are the bare minimum for an application to be reviewed:

a. Copy of transcripts (Official from the school preferred)
b. Three (3) letters of recommendation
a. A currently attending school official (teacher, counselor, advisor, etc.).

b. A current GSLC member who is not related.

c. A third of applicants choosing. 

c. Letter of acceptance to post-secondary facility
d. Self-Recommendation: 

i. Please provide (Times New Roman, 12pt font, double-spaced) 1000-1500 word personal reflection to cover the following:

a. Spiritual growth to include how God has impacted your life within and outside the classroom.

b. Ecumenical (other denomination and faiths) interactions

c. Spiritual practices on/off campus

ii. Personal reflection of current events through your spiritual lens.

iii. Why you feel this scholarship will benefit you as a student and as a Christian.
e. A fully completed application.
6. An applicant will be disqualified:

a. If they are awarded a full scholarship or grant to their applied school
b. If they do not meet the membership status of Good Shepherd per the congregation’s constitution (see C8.06 of the GSLC Constitution found at gslcc.org/forms. 

c. For any false statements made on the application.
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
